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1.  Item Name:  HULL SHELL PLATING; CLAD WELDING
2.  Scope of Work:
2.1  Location of Work: Underwater hull; as specified in paragraph 3.1 below.

2.2  Identification: Surface weld repairs (clad welding) to eroded areas of shell plating.

2.3  Intent: Restore by clad welding specified eroded areas of shell plating and welded seams to builder’s dimensions.

3.  Work Description:

3.1.  Convene on the actual job site, a conference which shall include the COTR and Contractor’s Ship Superintendent. This conference shall examine the designated areas requiring repair by clad welding and establish the Government’s man-hour and material limits of work authorization.

CHECK POINT – (Establishment of limits of work authorization)
3.1.1. Limits of man-hour and material expenditure will be agreed at this conference, which the Contractor shall not exceed without further authorization from the COTR.

3.2.  Provide access to accomplish all phases of work authorized by this Delivery Order

3.3.  Mark all areas specified for clad weld repair.

3.4.  Clean affected tanks and certify "Safe for Men/Safe for Hot Work".

3.5.  Provide Marine Chemist’s Certificate as required in Reference 5.1.

3.6.  Consult drawings to determine inclusion of special steels.

3.7.  Weld surface of repair areas designated in paragraph 3.1, until the minimum areas of weld metal deposition exceed the plate thickness specified in drawings.
3.8.  Clean weld-damaged surfaces to Power Tool Standard, SSPC SP-3. Repair coating system in accordance with Reference 5.2.
