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1. Item Name: LOCKS, KEYS AND TAGS; FABRICATION AND REPAIR

2. Scope of Work:

2.1  Location of Work: Throughout ship

2.2  Identification: N/A
2.3  Intent: Verify/restore the security of all normally lockable spaces, i.e., staterooms, store rooms, file rooms, lockers, etc.

3. Work Description:
3.1  Provide labor, services, and material to accomplish the following: 

3.1.1  Prior to commencement of work, the Contractor shall prepare a worksheet listing by deck/platform every space, compartment and cargo area that must be able to be secured by lock and key. The worksheet format shall be acceptable to the COTR. 

CHECK POINT ‑ (Submittal of Worksheet Format)

3.2  The Contractor shall provide the services of a certified/licensed locksmith who shall gather together all existing keys belonging to the vessel. The locksmith shall match each existing key with its respective lock. Lubrication and minor repairs and adjustments shall be made to the locks at this time. The keys shall be tagged, and the proper entries shall be made on the worksheet listing the number of keys available for each lock and any recommended repairs or replacements. The completed worksheet shall be submitted to COTR.

3.2.1  The Contractor shall base his recommendations on the requirement that five (5) keys be available for each lock. All existing keys shall be properly tagged and delivered to COTR. Two (2) master keys are to be provided for each series of locks as a part of the foregoing requirement.

3.2.2  Labor, additional parts, new locks and new/spare keys recommended on the worksheet and approved by COTR will be covered by a separate delivery order and verified by invoice.
