3.2  The contractor shall review the work items in paragraph 3.1.1, including the installation and/or repair drawings, to determine the parts and components necessary to perform the repairs and/or modification. The contractor will develop a material listing that will be updated on a weekly basis, or as determined at the guidance conference at the start of the availability. The material listing shall be used as a historical record of the components to be provisioned and stowed. The material listing should contain the following information:


* Specification or Work Item 


* Description of material ordered


* Part number or Model number

* Quantity ordered


* Quantity received



* Date material ordered


* Estimated date material to be received
* Date material received


* Date issued to shop for installation


3.3  The Contractor shall review material receipt documents to ensure that material received conforms to that which was ordered, to ensure configuration control and management. For those material items received, the contractor shall develop a listing (or database) consisting of: 


* Manufacturer


* Manufacturer’s CAGE Number


* Manufacturer Part Number

* Serial Number


* Quantity received


* Technical Manual Number

This listing (or database) should be cross-referenced to the material listing developed in paragraph 3.2 for ease of use and referral.

3.4  The Contractor shall develop an RRF Configuration Change Report (CCR), Form MA-985, for each piece of equipment being installed. Use reference 5.1 as guidance for completing MA-985. Care should be taken, to avoid unnecessary processing, that those items listed in Appendix C to reference 5.1 as non-validation worthy items are not included in the CCR submittal.

3.4.1  When replacement equipment is being installed, a separate CCR must be submitted for the equipment being removed to ensure configuration integrity.

3.5  The contractor shall submit a MARAD Equipment Validation Aid, Form MA-983, with each CCR. Specific care must be taken to ensure that proper MARAD Equipment Numbers are included on the CCR. Refer to Appendices D and E of reference 5.1.
3.6  The contractor shall submit an Allowance Change Request, Form MA-984, for each equipment for which repair parts are needed onboard ship. The contractor shall ensure that the ACR is completed with sufficient information to identify repair parts and the equipment for which they used. When completing the ACR, the contractor shall make maximum use of electronic provisioning tools to identify National Stock Numbers (NSNs) for each repair part. Examples of such tools include: FedLog, NavLog, CD-Fiche, CD-APL, and GD APL. Care should be taken to ensure that repair part numbers, when cross-referenced to NSN, are identified also by CAGE code for the correct manufacturer.

CHECK POINT - (Preliminary Provisioning and Allowance Change Requests)
3.6.1  Submit a preliminary RRF CCR, Validation Aid, and ACR for each equipment change to the COTR, as per paragraphs 3.4, 3.5, and 3.6. For equipment removals, the CCR for removed equipment shall be submitted along with the new equipment, in order that the configuration package may be reviewed in its entirety.

3.7  Upon receipt of MARAD comments on the CCR, Validation Aids, and ACR, make any changes recommended by MARAD as to repair parts inventory. Resubmit the final configuration documents to the COTR.

CHECK POINT - (Final Provisioning and Allowance Change Requests)

3.7.1  Submit one copy of a the Final Provisioning and Allowance Change Requests to the COTR.
3.8  When repair parts are received through the contractor’s procurement system (via commercial or federal means), stow repair parts onboard ship in the storage rooms or lockers designated in the ship’s SAL. Obtain access to the storage area from ship’s force. Provide a report to the COTR that repair parts have been received and stowed aboard ship.

CHECK POINT - (Repair Parts Stowage Report)

3.8.1  Submit one copy of a Repair Parts Stowage aboard ship to the COTR.
