1.  Item Name:  TAILSHAFT READINGS (OIL LUBRICATED BEARING); ACCOMPLISH

2.  Scope of Work:
2.1  Location of Work:
 Stern area at after end of stern tube in way after stern tube seal.

2.2  Identification: Simplex Seal Assembly

2.3  The intent of this item is to measure and record radial position readings of after stern tube seal liner in order to establish current radial position of tailshaft in stern tube and allow calculation of stern tube bearing weardown since such readings were previously taken.

3.  Work Description:
3.1  Erect staging as required or use other suitable means to place men and material at upper and lower surfaces of rope guard. 

3.2  Disconnect small access plate over upper and lower rope guard openings to after seal plugs (if fitted). A total of two (2) plates, each approx. 4 in. x 4 in. square, are to be dealt with in this subitem. Plates are to be retained for reinstallation. 

3.3  Disconnect a total of two (2) threaded plugs, one top and one bottom at after simplex seal box inside of rope guard. Retain plugs for reinstallation.

3.3.1  A small amount of lube oil (not to exceed 1-2 gallons) can be expected to drain from seal box when bottom plug is removed. This is to be drained into an adequately sized container. Dispose of this oil in accordance with applicable federal, state and local environmental regulations.

3.4  Fit vessel-furnished depth gauge into threaded plug openings, top and bottom, and take and record depth readings to seal liner at both points.

CHECK POINT - (Submission of Report)

3.4.1  Submit a report of readings obtained and any other noteworthy conditions found to COTR.

3.5  Reinstall the previously removed plugs in their respective positions in after seal box and tighten snug.

3.5.1  Before reinstalling top plug, obtain approx. 1-2 gallons lube oil designated correct type for vessel's stern tube and seals system by vessel's Lubricant Supplier, and add to seal box until it runs out of top plug opening; then reinstall top plug.

3.6  Reinstall the small access plates previously removed from upper and lower sections of rope guard. 

3.7  Remove staging or other access means on completion of all other work under this item.
