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1. Item Name: THERMAL INSULATION; REMOVAL AND DISPOSAL OF ASBESTOS

2. Scope of Work:
2.1  Location of Work: Main Machinery Spaces, Auxiliary Machinery Spaces, Vessel Personnel Berthing and Living Spaces and Vessel Storerooms and Workshop Spaces.

SPECIFICATION PREPARER: INSERT DESIGNATION AND LOCATION OF AREA- (EXAMPLES: MAIN MACHINERY SPACE, CHIEF COOK’S CABIN, STEERING GEAR ROOM)

2.2  Identification: Piping and Machinery Insulated with Asbestos containing Material.

SPECIFICATION PREPARER: INSERT NAME OF COMPONENT OR SYSTEM TO BE DEALT WITH- (EXAMPLES: MAIN PROPULSION HIGH PRESSURE TURBINE, HOT WATER PIPING IN CHIEF COOK’S CABIN, RADIATOR STEAM SUPPLY IN STEERING GEAR ROOM)

2.3  Intent: It is the intent of this item that the Contractor remove and dispose of piping and machinery insulation containing asbestos.

3. Work Description:

3.1  Remove and dispose of asbestos insulation from __ linear feet of __ inch diameter piping. The following procedures and precautions are to be implemented during the course of the work.

OPTION #1- SPECIFICATION PREPARER: INSERT NUMBER OF LINEAR FEET AND PIPING DIAMETER SIZE

3.2  Remove and dispose of __ square feet of block asbestos / blanket and pad asbestos insulation from the (Name of Machinery Component or Heat Exchanger). The following procedures and precautions are to be implemented during the course of the work.

OPTION #2- SPECIFICATION PREPARER: INSERT SQUARE FOOTAGE AND TYPE OF ASBESTOS INSULATION (BLOCK OR BLANKET / PAD). INSERT NAME OF MACHINERY COMPONENT OR HEAT EXCHANGER.

3.3  Written notice shall be provided to COTR, vessel’s Master and
Chief Engineer stating the description, location, time and date of work to be performed. The same notice is to be posted at the vessel’s quarterdeck and at the entrance to the work space.

3.4  The work area is to be isolated from traffic by anyone other than those personnel directly associated with the asbestos removal.

3.5  Terminal ends of ventilation ducts are to be blanked in the work space. This is to include ventilation fan ducts, exhaust fan ducts and natural ventilation trunks. Fans are to be secured and tagged out.

3.6  Spaces in which asbestos is being removed that contain motors and generators are to have same wrapped with polyvinyl sheet to prevent entrance of fibers thru air cooling vents.

3.7  Personnel involved with asbestos removal are to be in protective clothing including overshoes, neoprene gloves, hats and respirators. Respirators are to be test fit to the individual.

3.8  Remaining adjacent edges of piping or machinery insulation disturbed during removal are to be cut even and sealed with insulating cement.

3.9  After asbestos removal is complete, the area is to be vacuumed and washed down the with water by use of hose and spray nozzle. Removed insulation, debris and disposable clothing are to be placed in non-destructible bags. Bags are to be sealed and marked as containing asbestos.

3.10  After clean up of the area has been completed, the area and atmosphere are to be certified by a qualified Chemist prior to reentry by others. A copy of the Chemist’s certificate is to be provided to the COTR.

3.11  Bags and contents are to be disposed of in accordance with Federal, State and Local regulations. All costs associated with disposal will be borne by the Contractor.

3.12  A written report is to be prepared and submitted to COTR,vessel’s Master and Chief Engineer that the asbestos removal and clean up have been completed and that the space is safe for reentry.

3.13  A written report is to be submitted to COTR stating a comprehensive list of where asbestos containing materials have been removed and replaced during this repair period.

6.1  Insulation shall be considered to be asbestos based material unless it can be established by laboratory analysis or visual examination that it is not or from positive records indicating previous removal of same and replacement by non-asbestos containing material.
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
