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1.  Item Name: WINDOWS, VERTICAL SLIDING; REPAIR

2.  Scope of Work: 


2.1  Location: Throughout the ship (see paragraph 3.1)


2.2   Identification: See paragraph 3.1.


2.3  Intent: Repair vertical sliding windows, operating gear and hardware.

WARNING:
Hazardous Materials, such as asbestos in the bulkhead and overhead coverings and insulation may be present in the work areas affected by this item.

3.  Work Description: 


3.1  Contractor shall repair [     ] vertical sliding windows.
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3.2  Remove vertical sliding window retaining hardware and operating gear.



3.2.1 Remove window slides, gaskets and glass from frame and pockets.

3.2.2  Retain glass unless it is broken. Replace broken glass with tempered glass as indicated in the vessels construction drawing. The Contractor should estimate that 50 percent of the windows will require replacement glass. Remove window pockets.

3.3  Remove the main frame if it is corroded or damaged. If the main frame is removed due to corrosion or damage, accomplish the following:

3.3.1  Install protective coverings on all machined areas of the main frame. Abrasive blast the metal components to remove all paint, dirt and foreign matter.

3.3.2  Thoroughly inspect the main frame and submit a serialized Condition Report on all deficiencies.

CHECK POINT - (Condition Report) 

3.3.2.1  Submit Condition Report if any frames are removed due to corrosion. Additional repairs to the main frame, if any, will be as directed by the COTR by a separate Delivery Order.

3.4  In the window opening area, remove corrosion and clean to SSPC-SP 3, Power Tool Cleaning. All coatings in the prepared area shall be feathered-in.

CHECK POINT - (Surface Preparation) 

3.4.1  Prepared areas shall be inspected and approved by the COTR prior to the application of primer and prior to application of any additional top coats. 
3.5  Coat approved prepared areas and main frame in accordance with MARAD Coating Guidelines.

3.6  Inspect window retaining glass, hardware, slides, operating gear and pockets for damage, wear and corrosion. All parts shall be inspected and all discrepancies noted shall be submitted to the COTR via a serialized Condition Report.

CHECK POINT - (Condition Report) 

 3.7  For all corroded parts that are to be cleaned and coated accomplish the following:

3.7.1  Install protective coverings on all machined parts. Abrasive blast the metal components to remove all paint, dirt and foreign matter.

CHECK POINT - (Surface Preparation)
3.7.1.1  All prepared surfaces to be inspected by COTR prior to application of primer and again prior to application of each top coat.

3.7.2  Coat prepared parts in accordance with MARAD Coating Guidelines.

3.8  Clean and chase all threaded fittings on the operating gear. Clean, free-up and lubricate all moving parts. Insure that the operating gear moves freely and smoothly.

3.9  Check and clean pocket drains.

3.10  Re-assemble and install the vertical sliding window(s).

3.11  All vertical sliding window repairs shall be tested.

CHECK POINT - (Operational and Tightness Tests)

3.11.1  All tests shall be witnessed and accepted by both the COTR and regulatory body inspector. 


3.12  Test the vertical sliding window for proper operation.

3.13  Hose test the vertical sliding window(s). A 1-1/2 inch hose with not less than 70 PSI water pressure shall be directed all around the vertical sliding window from a distance of not more than 10 feet. The water shall be applied from the weather deck side. The stream of water shall be moved slowly to ensure that the entire sealing surface is subjected to the full force of the water. No leakage shall be allowed.

3.14  Check pocket drains for proper flow.

4.  Performance Criteria/Deliverables: 

4.1  Receipt of Condition Report on condition of main frame.

4.2  Satisfactory surface preparation prior to painting window opening area and main frame.


4.3  Receipt of Condition Report on condition of window.


4.4  Satisfactory operational test, hose test and drainage test.
