(1) An individual who is a Ctizen of the United States, by birth,
naturalization or as otherw se authorized by |aw,

(2) A corporation organized under the laws of the United States or of a
State, the Controlling Interest of which is owned by and vested in Citizens of
the United States and whose president or chief executive officer, chairman of the
board of directors and all officers authorized to act in the absence or
disability of such persons are Citizens of the United States, and no nore of its
directors than a minority of the nunber necessary to constitute a quorum are
Nonci ti zens;

(3) A partnership organized under the laws of the United States or of a
State, if all general partners are Ctizens of the United States and a
Controlling Interest in the partnership is owed by Citizens of the United
St at es;

(4) An association organi zed under the laws of the United States or of a
State, whose president or other chief executive officer, chairman of the board of
directors (or equivalent conmmttee or body) and all officers authorized to act in
their absence or disability are Gtizens of the United States, no nore than a
mnority of the nunber of its directors, or equivalent, necessary to constitute a
guorum are Noncitizens, and a Controlling Interest in which is vested in Ctizens
of the United States;

Uni ted States;

(3) In the case of an association, a mgjority of the voting power is vested
in Citizens of the United States, free and clear of any trust or fiduciary
obligation in favor of any Noncitizen; and



(4) In the case of a joint venture, a majority of the equity is owned by
and vested in Ctizens of the United States free and clear of any trust or
fiduciary obligation in favor of any Noncitizen; but

(5) I'n the case of a corporation, partnership, association or joint venture
owni ng a vessel which is operated in the coastw se trade, the amount of interest
and voting power required to be owned by and vested in Ctizens of the United
States shall be not less than 75 percent as required by 46 App. U S.C. 802.

46 U.S. C. 12102 (1998). VESSELS ELI G BLE FOR DOCUMENTATI ON

(a) A vessel of at least 5 net tons that is not registered under the |aws of
a foreign country is eligible for docunentation if the vessel is owned by--

(1) an individual who is a citizen of the United States;"
(2) an association, trust, joint venture, or other entity--
(A) all of whose nenbers are citizens of the United States; and

(B) that is capable of holding title to a vessel under the |aws of the
United States or of a State;

(3) a partnership whose general partners are citizens of the United States,
and the controlling interest in the partnership is owned by citizens of the
Uni ted States;

(4) a corporation established under the laws of the United States or of a
State, whose chief executive officer, by whatever title, and chairman of its
board of directors are citizens of the United States and no nore of its directors
are noncitizens than a mnority of the nunber necessary to constitute a quorum

(5) the United States CGovernnent; or
(6) the governnment of a State.

(b) A vessel is eligible for docunentation only if it has been measured under
part J of this subtitle. However, the Secretary of Transportation nmay issue a
tenmporary certificate of docunentation for a vessel before it is measured.

(c)(1) A vessel owned by a corporation is not eligible for a fishery
endor senent under section 12108 of this title unless the controlling interest (as
measured by a majority of voting shares in that corporation) is owned by
i ndi viduals who are citizens of the United States. However, if the corporation is
owned in whole or in part by other United States corporations, the controlling
interest in those corporations, in the aggregate, mnmust be owned by individuals
who are citizens of the United States.

(2) The Secretary shall apply the restrictions on controlling interest in
section 2(b) of the Shipping Act, 1916 (46 App. U S.C. 802(b)) when applying this
subsecti on.
